Rental Policies

University Friends Meeting

The Meetinghouse of University Friends Meeting is available for rent to organizations and individuals which share a similar philosophy to Quaker practice.

As a non-profit religious organization, UFM rents its facilities only for non-profit events.  UFM encourages community use of our facilities and welcomes activities promoting fellowship, such as recitals, readings, and folk dances.  The meeting does not welcome events that involve games of chance or that promote divisiveness among peoples.  UFM reserves the right to cancel a rental agreement at any time if a rental party misrepresents its affiliations or practices.

A “cause” discount of 50% on facility rental may be extended to organizations promoting principles and actions in accord with Quaker testimonies.  An organization seeking to establish eligibility for “cause” discount must apply in writing through a relevant standing committee of the meeting, such as Peace and Social Concerns or Worship and Ministry.

No rent is charged for functions of UFM or its committees.  This includes events sponsored by UFM committees, activities of Yearly or Quarterly Meeting, and other organizations of which UFM or its members are constituents such as Friends Committee on National Legislation.

Occasions of note, such as birthdays, anniversaries, farewell parties etc., either formally or informally organized by the meeting or its members, are not charged rent so long as such events are open to all members.  UFM recognizes the many contributions made to it by numerous active attenders.  Generally, the meeting construes the rental policy for members to include such participants in our religious community.  If an event is essentially a private party, normal rent is charged.
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
